Following some recent heavy rain, 
I was driving home from Lismore 
via Numulgi and as I crossed Nu-

mulgi Creek I asked my passenger if 
the level was up. I crossed that creek so 
quickly that I had no time to observe the 
level myself. Then it occurred to me how 
much we take such bridges for granted. 

The earliest settlers would not have been 
so blasé about such a creek crossing 
whether the water level was up or down. 
They would have had to wind their way 
down to the water and if the level was OK 
then they would splash their way across 
whether they were in a cart or mounted 
or even if they were on foot. They cer-
tainly would not cross any stream at the 
speeds at which we travel.

My very •rst contribution to the Gazette 

(if I remember correctly) referred to 
the opening of the bridge across Coop-
ers Creek at Corndale, ‘on the way to 
the Williams’.Lockton’s delightful little 
booklet published to commemorate the 
centenary of the school at Bexhill (1982) 
had featured the Northern Star account 
of the opening and the celebrations. Bill 
Luke, the Gazette production person at 
the time, suggested that there might be a 
regular feature on local history. He was a 
man before his time.

The image that I •nd most powerful 
is that of a horse team crossing Rocky 
Creek near the Channon. I saw the photo 
in the booklet published to mark the 50th 
anniversary of the Dunoon school on its 
present site (1972). If one compares that 
picture with others of the •rst bridge 
at that location, one can be fairly con-

•dent that the bridge was almost com-
plete at the time but it was not yet open 
to traf•c. The horse team had entered the 
creek downstream of the bridge and was 
moving upstream UNDER the bridge to 
regain the track on the left bank of the 
creek. 

I suppose that most of our bridges are 
built where our early settlers found spots 
where they could ford a stream most 
safely. Roads developed along routes 
largely determined by those safe fords. 

One exception in our district is Whian 
Whian Road. The original Nightcap 
Track ran along East Road which led to 
a ford across Rocky Creek. That road 
is no longer open as far as the creek. 
The 1908 Parish Map shows no sign of 
Whian Whian Road but we have records 
of meetings of Terania Shire Council 
the following year discussing plans for 
the completely new road. It was to cut 
through Paddy Mangan’s place, much to 
his annoyance. I presume the new road 
included a bridge to cross Rocky Creek 
in a new location.

On arrival Dr. Muller, who promptly answered 
the summons, he was found to be suffering 
from concussion of the brain, and was taken to 
Lismore Hospital the following day, where he still 
lies in a very critical condition.

Proposed New Church at DunoonA meeting of Presbyterians was held at Dunoon on Friday, 
June 24, (1910), to consider the erection of a church.

Taking into account the number of 
Presbyterians in the district and very satisfactory increase 
in the congregation, it was unanimously decided to take 
steps and build a church, to ask the Ladies Guild to arrange 
a fair, and to appoint a committee to collect funds, enquire 
to site  etc.

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Dunoon boy, Sam Wilson, who was 
born profoundly deaf, is learning to 
listen and speak with the support of 

the Royal Institute for Deaf and Blind Chil-
dren (RIDBC). Sam’s diagnosis came out 
of the blue for his parents, Alison and Rus-
sell Wilson, who run Dunoon Automotive in 
James Street. No one else in their family was 
known to have hearing impairment.

The Dunoon boy received two hearing aids 
when he was just four months old to allow 
him to start accessing sound. “It became clear 
that Sam wasn’t hearing enough to develop 
language and so I consulted with RIDBC 
Teleschool – a fantastic support during the 
time when we were making the decision to 
give Sam cochlear implants at 13 months,” 
said Alison. “The staff at RIDBC acted as a 

sounding board throughout that time and it 
was incredibly important for me to know 
that they didn’t have an agenda – their expert 
advice was truly objective.”

With the family home a ten hour drive 
from Sydney, Alison has found the RIDBC 
Teleschool program a real asset allowing 
Sam access to the expert support he needs for 
language development. “Videoconferencing 
technology allows RIDBC Teleschool to 
bring listening, speech and language 
programs to students on a weekly basis 
– despite their remote  or rural location,” said 
RIDBC Teleschool Consultant, Neryl Horn.

“When Sam first came to RIDBC, he was 
relying on body language to communicate. 
He has now come a long way and is learning 

to increase his vocabulary and sentences.” 
Alison is very grateful for the support she 
has received.

“Being able to access the program from 
our family home is so helpful,” said 
Alison. “RIDBC has helped me to feel 
really confident in supporting Sam.” Sam’s 
progress is being accelerated because of his 
enthusiasm for matching his big brother, 
Jack’s, vocabulary, and Alison is encouraging 
Sam’s ‘can-do’ attitude. “We consider Sam’s 
cochlear implants a non-issue. When he gets 
up in the morning he puts on his shoes and 
he puts on his ‘ears’. It’s just our routine,” 
said Alison.

“Watching Sam develop with RIDBC’s 
assistance has been amazing. To think how 
he started out – not being able to hear or 
speak – and to look at how much progress he 
has made. It’s incredible.”

The Royal Institute for Deaf and Blind 
Children provides vital support to over 1000 
children with significant hearing or vision 
loss, and their families, across Australia. 
RIDBC also provides vision and hearing 
screening to over 2000 babies and children 
each year.
RIDBC relies significantly on fundraising and 
community support. In order to maintain its 
intensive educational and research programs, 
the organisation needs to raise approximately 
$2.5 million every month.

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Day 4: 
Playa Del Carmen, Mexico

Right, now I’m tired! To set the scene, I 
am typing this in a hotel room in Playa Del 
Carmen on the Riviera Maya, the Hotel 
Elefante to be exact. It is muggy and I’ve 
had a Pina Colada, a Sol and •nally (after 
being told that the restaurant we had din-
ner in didn’t have any) a Corona—priced 
at $2.50 (hopefully it will get lower).

This morning was a far earlier start than 
any of us wanted, 3am is not friendly when 
you didn’t get to bed until after 12! Well 
I guess it might have been earlier except 
that Matt got stuck in the lift at The Radis-
son! I really had to laugh, especially after 
he came back only when the •re brigade 
let him out. HAHAHA. He did ask the re-
ception desk to ring and let me know. I 
am still sniggering on the inside thinking 
about this.

Despite the early start, the transit from 
LA through Houston to Cancun was very 
smooth, no issues. For me it really has 
become another take off, another landing, 
another airport. How can I be that jaded? 
I’m not really, its just tiredness. I think of 
all the Americans I have had contact with 
over the last three days and it has been a 
pleasant experience with some real high-
lights, they are in the main, nice, polite, 
courteous people.

Mexico is hot, steamy and hot and sweaty. 

Corona is here, all over the place are ads. 
The tour is full, 16 people and the majori-
ty of them are Aussies. You wouldn’t read 
about it! After our meeting we headed out 
for tea and the group split when it became 
known that some of them wanted to eat 
Thai food. I had to break ranks as it makes 
no sense to come to Mexico and eat the 
food of the place we have travelled so 
much in previously, so we ended up in a 
Mexican restaurant recommended by our 
guide. 

The food was nice, the bill a bit exy and 
we got stung with the service tax for eve-
ryone! HMMM. There was also another 
embarrassing moment when one of the 
tour members, an older woman from Bun-
daberg, decided to challenge the photog-
rapher who had given us all sombrero’s 
for the obligatory group shot that no-one 
really wanted. She was very forceful in 
her declining participation. 

Playa Del Carmen is like the Yangshou of 
Mexico, one of the girls on the tour has 
been to Yangshou and agreed with us. 
Most of the tour went out afterwards for 
drinks, (but we are old!), so after a quiet 
Corona we headed home. The tour sounds 
(and looks, if our guides photo’s are ac-
curate) amazing. We have on offer in the 
next 2 days, ruins and cenote (limestone 

caverns, partially exposed to the air and 
•lled with fresh clear water) snorkelling, 
chilling out and hopefully cheap and good 
street food, can’t afford US$80 for meals 
all the time. 
Tash has been disappointed that there are 
no other teenagers on the tour and earnest-
ly desires her independence to travel as 
she wants. Back to Mexico is her latest!

Day 5: 
Playa Del Carmen/Tulum

I’m typing inside a mosquito net in a rus-
tic hut right on the beach at Tulum. I’m 
feeling pretty manky, for want of a bet-
ter word. I’m covered in repellent, sticky 
from sweat and seawater. I felt kind of 
detached from the tour group prior to to-
night. I feel that tonight has kind of set the 
theme as far as connections and groups 
within the tour go. There is a young con-
tingent, of which Tash is the youngest and 
is in a league of her own because she’s 
not independent and not able to drink and 
party. Then there is a few 40 somethings, 
which Matt begins and I own the tail end. 
After that there is Moya and Greg who 
seem to be of age and the romantic side 
of me, pairs up (probably not at all fair 
to them). We have got past the discomfort 
of unknowing and the strangeness of just 
meeting and I feel we are in to the “this is

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where I •t in this thing”. 

I like the two women we most connected 
with, Jules, who is a well travelled social 
policy creator and ex-employee of my sec-
tor in disabilities and Carri, who is a buff 
personal trainer, in control on the outside 
and seeking some direction on the inside. 
I have connected and she looks to me for 
learning? The question mark is because 
I’m surprised.

Travel today was easy, just a short •rst 
class bus ride to Tulum after a hard, back-
pack toting walk to the bus station in Playa 
Del Carmen. Tulum ruins for me took 
more time to connect with than Angkor, 
but eventually the wonder and the feel-
ing crept in. It was incredibly hot and half 
the attraction for me was the translating of 
signs on the bus ride there and the bird, 
animal and reptile spotting at the ruins. 
This included, iguana’s of varying sizes, a 
Ta Hom which is like a possum with a long 
bandicoot like snout and raccoon mark-
ings, a tree snake and also some lovely 
colourful bird-life. Tulum ruins are quite 
fascinating, but needing more information 
and some history, I bought a book, as I do! 
This I have looked at brie!y and hope to 
add more books as we visit more sites.

Tonight turned into some kind of party 
night, the bar has swings for seats and 
these were swinging!! One of the girls 
disappeared with the Masseuse, or at least 
that’s where we think she went. I got great 
insight into the real Mexico—courtesy of 
Jules photos of Mexico City and the festi-
val that was on when she visited. We have 
had nice food, I tried Quesadilla’s and 
Tash and I had the yummiest Guacamole 
(Tash had this twice). Swimming here is 
like taking a bath, the water is that warm. 
Still it is a lovely turquoise colour and not 

too rough.

Tomorrow the plan is to snorkel the Grand 
Cenote, a limestone naturally created tun-
nel. Generator here only lasts until 11.30 
so I need to •nish this soon. I cant think of 
much else, so that soon is right now.

Day 6:  Tulum

Today was the •rst day I really felt like I 
was on holiday. Being able to get up when-
ever I wake up, go and meditate without 
my alarm to stop me and having nothing to 
do but to take a shower and eat breakfast 
—this is my idea of a holiday. Even my 
meditation re!ected the relaxation I feel. 

Juan Carlos (guide) had suggested that 
we go swimming at the Grand Cenote. A 
Cenote is a limestone cavern, hole or cave 
that is •lled with absolutely clear water. 
The weather wasn’t good this morning, 
we had rain in the night and gusty winds. 
This showed itself in the morning with the 
sky still being grey, rainy and still quite 
windy. 

Some of the tour group elected not to go 
but most of us didn’t want to miss this 
unique opportunity. A Cenote is bigger 
below the surface than above. I admit to 
feeling a little apprehensive when it came 
to swimming under the rock shelf and 
looking down into a big deep, dark void. 
Surprisingly there were a lot of •sh, some 
of the smaller ones ate Matt’s dead scar 
tissue, Yuck! There were also turtles who 
weren’t all that afraid of us and just glided 
gently away when we swam near them. 

The water was cold to start with but soon 
warmed up as you swam. I explored eve-
rything and then got cold, so I got out and 
decided to commit it all to paper. Draw-

ing a Cenote seemed simple but due to my 
style of drawing soon turned into a mis-
sion. I think I have well and truly captured 
the essence of it though. 

I was able to practice more Spanish dur-
ing lunch because Juan took us to a street 
stall for an authentic and cheap lunch of 
Mexican Taco’s, which are  nothing like 
the crap we cook and serve as Taco’s. 
Mine was excruciatingly hot as I added 
a green sauce that had the same effect on 
me as Wasabi. Tash said that her •rst one 
was also hot and Matt agreed that his was 
as well. Some of the group tried Hibiscus 
!ower drink and said that it was nice. I 
didn’t get any but wish I did.

Siesta is a Mexican idea and apparently 
does not exist much anymore outside the 
public service, but I decided to indulge and 
lay on the bed to •nish my drawing, soon 
falling asleep.

I continued my drawing down 
the beach and eventually •nished it.

So day ended in a much more subdued 
manner than last night. Had some great 
conversations with Jules, Carri and Moya. 
Love touring for this reason. We move on 
tomorrow, headed for Caye Caulker. It 
seems funny going to these places after so 
long looking and dreaming. Caye Caulker 
underwater will be amazing!
