Ian remembers Chris as “a quiet bloke you 
didn’t see around much but will most certainly 
be missed.”

Chris who lived in Dorroughby also worked on 
the Rosebank Village Journal and was a cleaner 
at the Rosebank School for many years.

Chris contracted encephilitis in December and 
was on life support. He died on Sunday 15th 
January 2012. He is survived by his four chil-
dren Lewis, William, Kezia & Callum and a 
grandchild.

Vale Paul Butler 1943 - 2011

Paul Butler, husband of Dunoon’s Post 
mistress Anitra Wenden, sadly passed 
away suddenly due to scepticaemia on 

14th September 2011 whilst on business in 
Marseilles in the South of France. 

From 1960 to 1980 Paul was active in 2 Com-
mando Company, Williamstown where he 
eventually attained the rank of Captain. In 
1962 he joined the Victoria Police where his 
love of diving was born as a member of the 
Search and Rescue Squad. He then headed 
south with the Australian National Antartic 
Research Expeditions as expedition leader 
and then later as project manager and diving 
superintendent (1980-1990). It was during this 
period that he met Anitra who was doing sci-
enti c!research!as!a!diver!at!the!base.

Throughout this time he was also the State 
Manager for National Safety Council of Aus-
tralia (NSCA) where he carried out search and 
rescue operations for the RAAF. In 1994 Paul 
worked in the Descend Underwater Training 
Centre in Albury NSW, where he was the sen-

ior commercial dive instructor. 

In 1996 - 2003 he managed Offshore Safety 
and Security in the Dept. of Industry, Tourism 
and Resources. It was in 2003 that Paul took 
the leadership role of ADAS (Australian Diver 
Accreditation Scheme) in which he was instru-
mental in developing one of the world’s lead-
ing and safest diver accreditation schemes. 

Dunoon resident, friend and work colleague 
Rob Gatt says “One of the things that stands 
out about nearly all of the above workplaces 
is that they have several very strong themes in 
common that are essential to their success.

1. They provide a service to the community.
2. They are about helping others in a time of 
need.
3. They are leadership roles in the commu-
nity.
4. And they are positions that require close 
comradeship.

Knowing Paul, it comes as no surprise that 

these were the places of work he was drawn 
to, but also that he would go on to be a leader 
within many of them. Places where his strong 
leadership skills would allow him to work with 
his mates to help others in the community.”

There were well over 100 people in attendance 
at Paul’s funeral at St. Matthews in Dunoon. 
Senior servicemen, colleagues from the diving 
industry and Police Search and Rescue Squad 
came from all over Australia to pay their re-
spects to a man who they often remember as 
having a strong sense of family, a passion for 
animals and environmental issues, a wicked 
sense of humour, a love of music and most of 
all an empathy for human suffering.

Paul is survived by his wife Anitra, their son 
Joshua and son David from a previous mar-
riage.
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Rous Water and its reference group 
have continued their investiga-
tions into the region’s long-term 

water security. 

Rous Water Chairman, Cr Phillip Silver 
said “Council values the contribution 
the Future Water Strategy Project Ref-
erence Group is making to determining 
how we provide a secure water supply to 
the region in coming years”.

In December, the tenth meeting of the 
group was held with discussions about 
potential new sources of water, includ-
ing water reuse and demand manage-
ment strategies.

Rous Water General Manager, Kyme 
Lavelle said that all practical methods 
and technologies would be investigated 
in response to the region’s growing pop-
ulation.

“Earlier in the year the group discussed 
the viability of desalination and ground-
water and at the recent meeting we con-
sidered stormwater and wastewater re-

use,” he said.

“These are examples of options to be 
considered further in the strategy to see 
if!they!provide!suf cient!water!yield!and!
meet community expectations,” he said

As part of the development of the Future 
Water Strategy, Rous Water is also in-
vestigating the viability of the proposed 
Dunoon Dam to assist the region’s fu-
ture water needs.  

A range of technical and environmental 
studies are underway to investigate vi-
ability and constraints of the proposed 
Dunoon Dam. 

One study commissioned by Rous Water 
has!identi ed!Aboriginal!sites!of!poten-
tial! cultural! signi cance! within! the! in-
undation area of the proposed Dunoon 
Dam site.

“Rous Water has received a draft Cul-
tural Heritage Impact Assessment pre-
pared with input from local Aboriginal 
groups,” Mr Lavelle added.

The meeting was also advised of recent 
investigations into the aquatic ecology 
of Rocky Creek and of environmental 
"ow! releases! from! the! proposed! dam!
that would be necessary to protect the 
downstream! environment.! !These!  nd-
ings will be the subject of an upcoming 
report.

Mr Lavelle said that the development of 
the Future Water Strategy including the 
Dunoon Dam studies would continue.
 “We will also continue to work closely 
with the local Aboriginal community 
and reference group which are provid-
ing valuable input into the development 
of the Future Water Strategy.

COMMUNITY UPDATE FUTURE WATER STRATEGY
Rous Water has previously resolved to develop the Dunoon Dam,
should it be required to ensure the region's water security. The Future 
Water Strategy will assess if the Dunoon Dam is viable and determine 
whether it is required compared to other water management options.
Since!the!last!update,!the!following!investigations!have!been!
progressed:

Terrestrial ecology assessment
SMEC Australia has provide the final terrestrial ecology impact 
assessment, including addressing comments and recommendations 
made by the Project Reference Group (PRG) and a third party review 
which was carried out. This report will be made available on the Rous 
Water website.

Aquatic ecology and environmental flow assessment
The draft report from this study has been completed and will be 
reviewed by the PRG in early 2012 prior to being finalised. 

Cultural heritage
The draft report from the cultural heritage impact assessment has been 
prepared by consultants, Ainsworth Heritage. The investigations 
accompanying this assessment revealed a number of significant 

Aboriginal cultural heritage values and sites. Further advice will be 
sought about the significance of these sites and the likely impact of 
these sites on any government approval for the proposed dam. Further 
consultation will also be carried out with local Aboriginal groups.

In!the!meantime,!other!studies!which are underway into the proposed 
dam will be completed to ensure that any future decision about the dam is 
made with all available scientific and cultural information. 

Future Water Strategy  - review of water supply options
The Project Reference Group has identified a range of possible water 
management options which could - either individually or collectively -
help meet the region's future water needs. An initial review of options 
has been completed and more detailed studies,!including!costing of 
various options, will be conducted during 2012.

It can be a challenging 
process as they discover parts of 
themselves that may have been 
hidden or destructive or that simply pre-
vent them from living to their potential. 
As one can imagine, at times this can be a 
long (but hopefully enjoyable) process.
 
Having experienced depression, anxi-
ety, loss, abuse (on many levels) and loss 
of meaning/purpose in life herself, she 
is motivated to support people in deal-
ing creatively with most kinds of issues. 
Willow like the majority of art therapists 
has a Client centred approach, supporting 
them to discover their own wisdom and 
their own personal empowerment.

While Psychology helped me to 
understand (to a degree) some of my pat-
terning, I found that talk therapy alone 
just simply wasn’t enough to shift the 
learned patterns that were impacting on 
the choices I made in my life. I could see 
the!cycle!I!was!repeating,!but!could! nd!
no way through it. 

I moved to Broome WA and found my 
way into the Cert 3 Visual Art Course.  It 
was during one of the Art classes that I 
was!  rst! introduced! to!Art!Therapy.!The!
process asked us to make ourselves in 
clay.!!We!were!asked!to! nd!the!symbols!
that best describe who we are and to rep-
resent that in clay. The next day we shared 
our piece. 

It was a turning point for me! Buried deep 
within me was an individual who was 
tired of wandering; travelling had become 
running and isolation had become loneli-
ness. The clay had found a way to express 
(symbolically) what I had buried deep 
within.

This process excited me. I am passionate 
about working with individuals who want 
to live their passion, their joy. I began to 
seek courses with Art, Healing, Spiritual-
ity and the Earth as its focus. There must 
be!an!alternative!to!‘talk!therapy’!and!one!
that acknowledges deeper spiritual aspects 
of ourselves. It was then that I discovered 

the Transpersonal Art Therapy course at 
Phoenix Institute in Melbourne.’

Willow works from the premise that 
creativity, health and wellbeing are in-
extricably linked and that art making can 
provide pathways to healing and greater 
self-awareness.
