hey followed the Scottish pipe
Tband at the front of the parade —

“People for Reconciliation” in
the Goanna float and “Baha’i Youth”
in the Rainbow Serpent. Their porters
included local Baha’is, some teachers
and children from the after-school
Baha’i neighbourhood Children’s Class
in William Blair Avenue near SCU, and
some sturdy friends of the faith.

As they moved along, flankers handed
out paper blossoms to the onlookers.
My wife had spent weeks making her
special Aboriginal Reconciliation crepe
paper flowers — well over a thousand
this year.

Red, black and yellow petals, with

a stem-tag carrying two messages:
Acknowledgement of Country on the
front, and a short Baha’i prayer for
unity and world peace on the back.

Ten days later she personally handed
out many more at the NAIDOC event
at the Lismore Showgrounds, and then
another batch at the Ballina NAIDOC
street march the following week.

Commemoration of the
martyrdom of the Bab in
1850

As usual, the local Baha’is met for
prayers on 9 July around midday in a
Lismore Baha’i home. The Bab was

a Messenger from God who between
1844 and 1850 had updated the Lord’s
progressively-evolving instructions to
mankind, including calling for a stop
to the subjugation and ill-treatment of
women around the world.

He also foretold the coming to His
native Persia of a “greater prophet”
very soon. Many thousands of Persians
soon left Islam to become Babis, and
many of them were persecuted for

this by torture. And over 20,000 were
martyred very painfully inside a few
years. This didn’t stop the rest, so the
Persian government had the Bab taken
out of prison and publicly executed by
firing squad at midday on 9 July 1850.

That didn’t work either, and
Baha’u’llah declared His mission in
1863 and established the now world-
wide Baha’i Faith.

ATLAS THE DOG SAVES
MIRACLE JOEY

WIRES all too frequently receives calls
about wallabies that have been attacked
by dogs. Sadly, the outcome is almost
always tragic. So in March this year
when the WIRES Hotline was phoned
about a joey that had been brought in by
a dog, WIRES expected the worst.

The little Swamp wallaby was delivered
by the caller to the Byron Bay vet, who
called WIRES. He was flat and non-
responsive, and neither the vet nor the
WIRES carer expected Atlas to last the
night. But this little joey was a fighter
and, after a week of intensive care, he
started to turn the corner.

Once on the way to good health his
WIRES carer contacted the member
of the public whose dog had brought
the joey in to update them on progress
and to find out what really happened.
Only then did the miracle of the story
become clear.

As it transpired, a dead wallaby had
been seen some four or five days
beforehand on the periphery of the
caller’s property. Their dog, a Belgian
shepard named Atlas, had been seen
sniffing at the body days before, but it
was assumed the wallaby was long dead
and no one went to check.

Far from attacking the joey, Atlas the
dog was curious about the small joey
that was no doubt struggling and calling
inside its mum’s pouch. In a remarkable
show of compassion, Atlas finally took
the joey out of his dead mother’s pouch
and carried it to his humans, laying

him at their feet. In fact, Atlas the dog
saved this little joey’s life, as without
him the joey would perished unfound in
the pouch.

Atlas the joey is going from strength to
strength and in a couple of months will
be released back into the wild. He is
pictured above with Isla who came into
care about the same time.

Please always check the pouch of any
dead wallaby or kangaroo you see

on the side of the road, even if you
are unsure if it it has been dead for

a while. You might just be saving

a little life. Once you have checked
the pouch, drag the body away out of
sight so others don’t need to re-check.
Of course not all dogs are as wildlife
friendly as Atlas. Please always keep
dogs contained and never let them
chase wildlife. And if you do find a
joey, immediately call the WIRES
local 24-hour rescue Hotline (6628
1898) for advice and assistance.

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Now is a great time to install
nesting boxes

Now is a great time to install nesting
boxes. Many Australian birds and
mammals need nest hollows to shelter
and raise their young. Birds such as
parrots, rosellas, kookaburras and most
owls rely on hollows to lay eggs and
raise chicks.

Possums, gliders, microbats and
antechinus also need hollows and some
animals prefer multiple sites to rotate
and avoid predators.

It takes many decades for trees to grow
large enough to have suitable nest
spaces. With so many old-growth trees
being removed from our landscapes,
wildlife are left competing for scarce
sites. Space is even more critical now
that the introduced Indian mynahs are
increasing dramatically in numbers

in the Northern Rivers. They also use
nest hollows and aggressively drive out
native birds.

Local Mens’ Sheds will often build and
sell nest boxes, or search the following
websites for nest box plans: WIRES,
Birds in Backyards, Birdlife Australia
or Wildlife Queensland. For further
information call WIRES Northern
Rivers hotline (6628 1898).

Someone tell the birds it is
still winter!

WIRES has been receiving an unusually
high number of calls this winter about
chicks. It seems that many birds are
breeding early this season.

In the last couple of weeks WIRES has
rescued numerous chicks, including a
family of crested pigeons, whose nest
was disturbed when a tree was being
pruned. Initially separated, the siblings
were reunited, their nest replaced in

a nearby tree, and the parents almost
immediately attended to their chicks.

It is difficult to know why so many
birds are choosing to breed earlier
than usual, but perhaps it is due to the

warm days. Normally breeding season
wouldn’t start for most birds until well
into August, and so these early July
chicks indicate an extending of the
breeding season and may possibly lead
to birds raising multiple clutches this
year.

It is a time of the year when many
people choose to prune vegetation. Do
take care to inspect the tree or bush

as best you are able before pruning.
Observing from a distance can also
alert you if adult birds are regularly
attending a tree. And of course, keeping
cats inside or in cat runs is essential at
all times of the year.
